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Happy and blessed 40™ anniversary to
Chorbishop Michael Thomas, a son of this
parish. We are so fortunate to have a
vocation to the priesthood from this
humble parish in New Bedford. He was
ordained for the Eparchy of St. Maron of
Brooklyn on Feb. 11, 1983, by
Archbishop Francis M. Zayek.
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He attended seminary at the Pontifical
North American College, Vatican City

and received a bachelor's degree in

Sacred Theology at Pontifical Gregorian
University, Rome. He earned a doctorate
in Canon Law at the Pontifical Oriental
Institute, Rome.

Chorbishop Michael was elevated to the
rank of Periodeut with the title of
Monsignor by Cardinal Sfeir, on April 10,
2001. He was invested as a Knight of the
Equestrian Order of the Holy Sepulchre of
Jerusalem on June 9, 2002.

He was elevated to the rank of Chorbishop
by Cardinal Nasrallah Peter Sfeir, on

Dec.12 at Our Lady of Lebanon Cathedral
in Brooklyn, N.Y.

Along with these accomplishments,
Chorbishop Michael has served as Vicar
General for the Eparchy of Saint Maron of
Brooklyn since 2004, as well as serving as
Chancellor.

With all these duties, Chorbishop Michael
was assigned as Administrator for the
Sacred Heart of Jesus Mission which
opened January 6, 2012, in Fort
Laruderdale, Florida. His hard work and
dedication for the next 10 years changed
the status from Mission to Church in
2022. Bishop Gregory Mansour assigned
Chorbishop Michael as Pastor of this
community where he will serve for the
next 6 years.
